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Psalm 50:15-.. call upon Me in the day of trouble; I will deliver you, and you shall glorify Me.

This is a true story about a kind-hearted man rescuing two kittens from a dumpster.

It’s been a few years since it happened. He should have said, No, I am not in a place
where I can care for anyone or anything. This man was struggling just to care for himself, and he
knew it. All the money that came in was used to pay for his bad habit. He wasn’t thinking when
he took the two kittens. He thought that he was helping his friend, but he should have said No, 1
can t right now.

Can someone tell us what kittens need? They need food, snacks, play toys and ...more
snacks. But just as importantly, they need a safe place to live and to be loved.

After a few months of having the kittens, this man realized that they were too much for
him. What would he decide to do with them? He could have looked for someone who loved
kittens and asked if they could care for them, or he could have taken them to a shelter where
kittens are safe and given what they need to survive. (Allow children time to respond.) But he
didn’t do any of those things. Instead, this man, who was not well in his mind, threw the kittens
in a dumpster and walked away. Those helpless little things cried and cried. They were cold,
frightened and hungry at the bottom of a dumpster that had a mountain of stinky trash.

But one man, with a tender heart, heard them crying. He wondered where these little ones
could be hiding, so he followed their cries all the way to the dirty dumpster. His heart was sad to
see what had happened to them, but happy that they were alive. He carefully reached way down
into the trash and lifted each kitten out, tucking them inside his coat. He then took them to a safe
place. Can you guess where that was? Yes. He took them to his house. They were rescued! The
house was warm and clean; a great place for two kittens to nap, play and eat.

The kittens have grown and are happy and healthy in the kind man’s house. They have
lots of toys and snacks, good food and someone who loves them. They get their vaccinations to
keep them healthy and are groomed to keep them pretty. They bring their owner delight as he
watches them play. What a beautiful ending to such a sad beginning.

Boys and girls, there is someone else in this story who needs rescued. Do you know who
that person is? (Give time for answers.) God wants each person to have a beautiful ending in
life, even if they have done bad things along the way. His great love for us caused Him to reach
way down from Heaven to show us how much He loves us. He gave His Son Jesus as payment
for our sin. Jesus didn’t come to tell us how bad we have been because we already know that.
He came to pull us out of the dumpster of sin. (John 3:16,17) Just like the kittens who cried
because they needed help, God wants to reach down and lift us up out of the darkness when He
hears our cries. Psalm 50:15 is a promise from God that tells us- when we cry to Him, He will
come and deliver us. He will set us in a safe place because He loves us.



Maybe you know someone who is like the man who rescued the kittens. He is a kind
man, but kind people are not perfect people. No one goes to Heaven because they have been
kind. The only way to Heaven is through Jesus, The One who came from Heaven, lived a perfect
life without doing one bad thing. He was crucified on a cross, buried and then after three days,
He came back to life. Jesus can do that because He has all power!

Maybe you know someone who makes bad choices that hurts a lot of people, like the man
who threw the kittens away. Jesus can lift them up out of their dumpster of sin when they cry out
to Him. When Jesus is welcome in a person’s heart, He makes good changes in a life that has
been full of bad choices, and they can have a beautiful ending to such a sad beginning.

Have you been rescued? If you realize that you have sinned against God, you can cry out
to Him for forgiveness. Pray and ask Him to save you: He really wants to do that! Then, you, too,
will have a forever place in The Father’s House where love lives. (God is love. 1 John 4:7)

Anyone can cry out to God at any time, about anything.

Después de unos meses de tener los gatitos, este hombre se dio cuenta de que eran
demasiado para €l. ;Qué decidiria hacer con ellos? Podria haber buscado a alguien que amara a
los gatitos y preguntarles si podian cuidarlos, o podria haberlos llevado a un refugio donde los
gatitos estén seguros y se les dé lo que necesitan para sobrevivir. (Permita que los nifios tengan
tiempo para responder). Pero €l no hizo ninguna de esas cosas. En cambio, este hombre, que no
estaba bien en su mente, arrojo a los gatitos a un contenedor de basura y se alejo. Esas pequefias
cosas indefensas lloraban y lloraban.Tenian frio, miedo y hambre en el fondo de un contenedor
de basura que tenia una montafia de basura apestosa.

Pero un hombre, con un corazén tierno, los oy6 llorar. Se pregunté donde podrian estar
escondidos estos pequefios, asi que siguio sus gritos hasta el contenedor sucio. Su corazén estaba
triste al ver lo que les habia sucedido, pero feliz de que estuvieran vivos. Con cuidado metio la
mano en la basura y levant6 a cada gatito, metiéndolos dentro de su abrigo. Luego los llevo a un
lugar seguro. ;Puedes adivinar donde estaba eso? Si. Los llevo a su casa. jFueron rescatados!

La casa era célida y limpia;Un gran lugar para que dos gatitos duerman la siesta, jueguen y
coman.

Los gatitos han crecido y estan felices y saludables en la casa del hombre amable. Tienen
muchos juguetes y bocadillos, buena comida y alguien que los ama. Reciben sus vacunas para
mantenerlos sanos y se preparan para mantenerlos bonitos. Traen el deleite de su duefio mientras
los ve jugar. Qué hermoso final para un comienzo tan triste.

Ninos y nifias, hay alguien mas en esta historia que necesita ser rescatado. ;Sabes quién
es esa persona? (D¢ tiempo para las respuestas.) Dios quiere que cada persona tenga un hermoso
final en la vida, incluso si han hecho cosas malas en el camino. Su gran amor por nosotros hizo
que El descendiera del Cielo para mostrarnos cuanto nos ama. El dio a Su Hijo Jestis como pago
por nuestro pecado. Jesus no vino a decirnos lo malos que hemos sido porque ya lo sabemos.

El vino a sacarnos del basurero del pecado. (Juan 3:16,17) Al igual que los gatitos que lloraron



porque necesitaban ayuda, Dios quiere alcanzar y levantarnos de la oscuridad cuando escucha
nuestros gritos. El Salmo 50:15 es una promesa de Dios que nos dice: cuando clamamos a El, El
vendra y nos librara. El nos pondra en un lugar seguro porque nos ama.

Tal vez conozcas a alguien que sea como el hombre que rescato a los gatitos. Es un
hombre amable, pero las personas amables no son personas perfectas. Nadie va al cielo porque
han sido amables. El tnico camino al Cielo es a través de Jesus, Aquel que vino del Cielo, vivid
una vida perfecta sin hacer nada malo. Fue crucificado en una cruz, enterrado y luego, después
de tres dias, volvié a la vida. jJests puede hacer eso porque El tiene todo poder!

Tal vez conozcas a alguien que toma malas decisiones que lastima a mucha gente, como
el hombre que tir6 a los gatitos. Jesus puede levantarlos de su basurero de pecado cuando claman
a El. Cuando Jests es bienvenido en el corazén de una persona, El hace buenos cambios en una
vida que ha estado llena de malas decisiones, y pueden tener un hermoso final para un comienzo
tan triste.

Si te das cuenta de que has pecado contra Dios, puedes clamar a El
por perdon. Ora y pidele que te salve: jEl realmente quiere hacer eso! Entonces, ti también
tendras un lugar para siempre en la Casa del Padre donde vive el amor.
