The rocks were ready, too! How about you? Is there something that Jesus has done for
you or you have seen Him do for someone else that you just can’t keep quiet about? (Give the
audience a chance to respond as time allows.)

Some of the rocks could speak of how they were used to protect the sheep at night from
hungry wolves. A good shepherd would always build a sheepfold for his flock. It was place
where they came at night to rest. A good shepherd would lay at the only entrance all night to
keep harm from coming to his sheep. Jesus is called The Good Shepherd because He laid down
His life for us, who are known as sheep who need lots of help.

The rocks could also tell of the many times the good shepherd would go up into the cold
mountains in the dark of the night to look for a lost sheep. He always searched until he found it.
Every sheep in the fold was happy when the shepherd brought the lost one home. We are like



those lost sheep. The Bible says- All we like sheep have gone astray, we have turned everyone to
his own way.. Isaiah 53:6

The rocks could speak of a much sadder time in the life of Jesus. It was, perhaps, the
darkness night of His life: the night before His crucifixion. After eating with His disciples, Jesus
went to a beautiful garden. This was a place where He went to be alone with His Father. As He
bowed, the rocks could hear Him talking to His Father, If there be any other way.. but not My
will but Yours be done, Father. The rocks could see the agony of The Son of God. Perhaps some
bloody sweat drops poured from Jesus and fell upon them. The rocks saw that His friends had
fallen asleep and left Him alone in His praying- though He wasn’t really alone. His Father was
with Him. Jesus looked to His Father for the supernatural strength He needed to face the unfair
trial and then the cruelty of the cross.

They saw Jesus carrying that splintery cross all the way up a mountain. They could tell us
of the drops of blood that dripped from His wounds up the path all the way to the cross; the
wounds from when He had been mocked and beaten by the merciless Roman soldiers
throughout the night. They could speak of the shameless remarks that came from the hearts
and mouths of angry, disappointed people. The rocks saw His holy blood puddling under the
cross as Jesus slowly sufficated. Oh, yes, there is a lot that the rocks could say, if they could talk.

The rocks at the tomb have an awesome message to telll They witnessed where Jesus
was laid, they witnessed the soldiers sealing the tomb so no one could enter. They witnessed
the guards standing all night long to make sure that the tomb stayed closed.

And then.. (The rocks really get excited about this part!)

They felt the earth shake and heard that the veil in the temple had ripped in two-
straight down the middle! This gave the message that the Sacrifice for our sin was made- Paid
in Full and accepted by God. No more would a priest or a lamb be needed to atone for the sins
of man. Jesus is The Lamb of God who came to take away the sins of the world. Some of the
rocks even split because of such a powerful thing happening- Jesus had raised up from the
dead! How could the rocks not shout about that?!



Conclusion-

Boys and girls, we are all like sheep who have gone far from our Good Shepherd. (Use
Bible verse flash card) But God loves us so much that He gave His only Son Jesus (John 3:16) to
bring us back into His safe place away from the enemy’s reach.

This precious gift of salvation is so costly that no one can afford to purchase it. That is
why God freely gives it to anyone who will ask for it. God has done all He can do so that we can
live with Him in Heaven one day. Now, it is our turn-

e to believe on The Lord Jesus.

e to be sorry for our sins.

e to call on Him to forgive our sins.

e to praise Him for all the wonderful things He has done!
